Summary of Findings: 

CW seems to react more toward the amount of structure provided during a class segment rather than a specific time of day. Class time that requires students to work some independently or unstructured time are challenges for CW. CW struggles in settings that require filtration of his surroundings.  He seems to become overwhelmed when placed in groups and required to synthesize the verbal and visual intake in order to interact in these situations.   It is difficult for CW to manage in groups where there are a variety of activities occurring.  When CW becomes angry in these situations, he lashes out at the other students.  CW has a tendency to misinterpret accidental contacts with another student.  He perceives a bump from another student as being intentional.  He will react to this by hitting the student who he thinks intentionally bumped him.  CW seems to perceive constant rejection from peers when his ideas are not accepted.   Negotiating peer interactions seem to be difficult for him. 

Suggestions:

From the information gathered, a behavior management plan will need to be created.  Strategies as well as the need for the appropriate type of adult support and facilitation will need to be discussed in order to devise the appropriate plan to help CW learn to maneuver the classroom. 

Also, an evaluation by the school counselor or psychologist may be needed to investigate CW’s social perception and difficulties.
